DEADLINE TO WAIVE INSURANCE:  September 14, 2007 (Fall)

It is essential to have accident and sickness insurance while attending Eastern Maine Community College. Payment of $310 automatically provides coverage for a full year beginning the first day of fall 07 classes for students starting in August of 2007. The plan is provided by Cross Insurance. For more information about this plan, visit http://www2.crossagency.com/2007-2008/emcc.php.  

If you do not waive the insurance plan by September 14, 2007 you will automatically be enrolled and charged $310 for the Student Accident and Sickness Insurance Plan. Once enrolled, you may not cancel the insurance and no refund is available. Coverage continues until September 1, 2008.

To waive the insurance, you must use the online waiver on studentOne as follows: 

1. Go to www.emcc.edu
2. Click on the Current Students tab at the top of the page

3. Click on the studentOne button at the top of the left column. This will take you to the studentOne login page. If you have not “subscribed” to studentOne, follow the instructions on the page.

4. In the studentOne sign in box, enter your student id and your student PIN and click the Log In button (see below).

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5. On the studentOne page, scroll over the “Student” button to view the drop down menu.
6. From the drop down menu, select “Insurance Waiver”.
7. Read the entire page carefully, then enter the name of your Insurance Company and your Insurance Policy Number and click the Submit button (see below).

8. You will receive a message “Thank you for completing the Eastern Maine Community College Insurance Waiver process”.
Submitting the information on the online waiver constitutes refusal of student group accident and sickness insurance.  If you refuse student accident and sickness insurance, you must provide evidence of other insurance with a minimum coverage of $5,000 for accident and sickness.  Upon cancellation of other insurance it is the student's responsibility to notify the College immediately.  
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
