CRIMINAL BACKGROUND SCREENING
Individuals o� ered admission to the Emergency Medical Services program, will be required to submit to a national criminal 
background screening, at a minimum cost of $75 (may be higher), within 30 days of acceptance. Applicants who have 
engaged in any activity or behavior which may be considered abuse, neglect or exploitation of a minor or of an incapac-
itated or dependent adult, or who has been convicted of any crime involving fraud or dishonesty, or drugs, or for which 
imprisonment of one year or more has been imposed are urged to seek clarifi cation regarding program completion require-
ments from the Director of Admissions.
